


Successfully represented �nancial institution against 
negligence claim in the management of a family trust.

Defended national bank for claims of improper invest-
ment advice and decisions while serving as trustee of a 
prominent family trust.

Successfully represented bene�ciaries of trusts with 
assets exceeding $100,000,000 in proceedings to 
remove and replace trustee who was mismanaging 
assets.

Represented bene�ciaries of testamentary trusts in 
litigation against trustee, who was failing to perform his 
duties. Successfully removed trustee and forced him to 
pay damages to bene�ciaries.

Defended national bank against claims of negligence, 
breach of contract, fraud and breach of �duciary duty for 
supposedly not following investor’s objections in IRA 
management allegedly resulting in the $1.75 million 
loss.

Prosecuted claim by national bank against estate for 
successful recovery of $180,000 in trust payment 
inadvertently paid after the trust bene�ciary’s death.

Obtained summary judgment in favor of a bank in 
Federal lawsuit alleging unauthorized disbursements of 
funds held in guardianship account.

Represented national bank against estate with regard to 
claims for trust mismanagement after death of settlor.

Defended national bank in dispute concerning appropriate fee 
for bank’s e�orts over many years as trustee in development 
and sale of large tract of land.

Represented insurer/annuity provider against claim by estate 
and children of annuity holder who sought damages on the 
theory that the insurer was responsible for fraudulent acts of an 
insurance broker.

Defended a lawsuit attempting to set aside a trust amendment 
seeking court approval for the termination of a residuary trust.

Represented trustee in suit seeking to invalidate in terrorem 
clause in will concerning disposition of Montpelier, the home of 
President James Madison.  See DuPont v. Shackelford, 235 Va. 
588, 369 S.E.2d 673 (1988).

Represented charitable bene�ciary in suit to set aside substan-
tial gift of incompetent testator's property made with power of 
attorney by holder of power of attorney.

Successfully defended administrator of an estate against 
complaint to impeach a will alleging duress and lack of testa-
mentary capacity of the testator.

Successfully defended administrator of an estate against a 
complaint to impeach a will �led by a disinherited relative of 
the testator.

Obtained an order terminating a trust when the trust no longer 
furthered grantor's purposes.

Successfully handled substitution and replacement of trustees.
Filed aid and discretion lawsuits to clarify ambiguities in 
probate documents and obtain court approval or guidance of 
administrator, executor or trustee actions.
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
